Report on the 23" ISE Topical Meeting ,,Electrochemistry for
Investigation of Biological Objects: from Functional Nanomaterials to
Micro/Nano-Electrodes*

The 23™ ISE Topical Meeting ,Electrochemistry for Investigation of Biological Objects:
from Functional Nanomaterials to Micro/Nano-Electrodes® took place in Joint Life Sciences
Center (GMC) of Vilnius University in Vilnius, Lithuania on May 8-11.
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The opening ceremony was held in the Townhall of Vilnius. The conference was opened
by its chair Prof. Rasa Pauliukaite, Minister of Science and Education of the Republic of
Lithuania Mrs. Jurgita Petrauskiené, Mayor of Vilnius Mr. Remigijus Simasius,
President of Lithuanian Academy of Science Prof. Juras Banys, and Director of the
Center for Physical Sciences and Technology (FTMC) Prof. Gintaras Valusis.
